Qualifications: Only works submitted in accordance to these guidelines will be considered.

Entries are open to the public. Works must be photographic in nature, and taken in Osceola
County by residents of Osceola County. Traditional, Digital, B/W, and Color photos will all
be judged as one category. Judging is based on Composition, Presentation and Subject Matter.
Multiple images can be submitted. Works will hang in the exhibit at the Osceola Center
for the Arts until March 24™, please pick up photos no later then March 29" (photos left
for more than 60 days after this date are subject to become property of the Osceola Center for
the Arts).

Size restrictions — Prints must be made no smaller than 8”x10” and no larger than 30”x30”.
Prints must be either framed or mounted and ready for hanging. Prints that are not framed or
mounted will not be accepted. Wire hanging method is preferred as space may be limited
for saw tooth frame hangers.

Along with prints, each work must be submitted in digital form on a CD. Digital files
must be in High Quality JPEG format with minimal file compression. Files must be
300dpi with a physical size of at least 8”x10™. In addition to the digital image, each CD
must contain a text document containing artist identification and contact information, as well
as a description of the image and, where necessary, identification of all recognizable persons
appearing in the photograph. If more than one image is submitted, multiple photos can be put
onto one CD.

Persons appearing in photos must be properly identified. No images that contain nudity or sexually
explicit material will be considered. No images containing violence or subject matter deemed
disturbing will be considered. No professional or copyrighted material will be considered.

Prizes:

1* Place — $150 plus the winning image will be featured in The News-Gazette.

2" Place — $100 and the winning image will be featured in The News-Gazette.

3rd Place — $75 and the winning image will be featured in The News-Gazette.
