The Arts Alive application is a PDF document which allows you to easily enter information. It contains the
General application, an additional ‘Senior’ information page, an Arts Interests Essay form (for all applicants), and Visual
Art labels. To complete the application follow the directions: After opening the document, enter all information and then
print a copy.

All Auditions are Closed. Parents and teachers must remain in the lobby during the auditions to ensure
impartiality. All applicants must submit a brief essay about themselves and their interest in the arts. Head shots will be
taken of all applicants at the auditions. For those performing in duets, groups, or ensembles there will be a photograph
taken of all of the group members together. The paragraph (page 5) and head shot are for inclusion in the program if
selected to perform.

The Arts Alive Dress Rehearsal will be held March 29, 2010 beginning at 4:00 pm. It will be a complete run-
through in costume to determine lighting, blocking, etc. This will also be the date when the Visual Arts portion of the show

will be hung by All of the Visual Arts Students selected. If selected to perform you will be expected to provide a list of

any special props, lighting, etc. that you require 2 weeks prior to the dress rehearsal. The Arts Alive Showcase will be

held March 30, 2010 at 6:30 with performers expected to arrive at the Center by 6:00 pm. Upon arrival you will need to
check in and then will be directed to the green room. A reception will follow the performance and awarding of

scholarships.
